Clear, green, brown
only -- RINSED

Container glass ONLY

No plate glass, light bulbs,

mirriors or glasses.

No ceramics or cookware.

No frosted, blue or black.

Clean material ONLY.
Labels OK.

 a PLASTIC MILK JUGS: Must be separated from everything. Remcve lids and rinse
‘ ’ thoroughly

PLASTIC: Typlcally clear plastics, but on occasion can be colored. Make sure to

v check for recyclmg symbol on bottom as shown at left. Must removae lids and rinse
thoroughly.

#2 PLASTIC: Typically colored plastic containers such as laundry detergent, softener,

‘2 etc. Make sure to check for recycling symbol on bottom as shown at left.  Must remove
lids and rinse thoroughly.

ALUMINUM & TIN: Food cans, pie tins, aluminum foil, etc. Labels MUST be removed.
Rinse thoroughly. Flatten as much as possible.
